I am excited to invite you to participate in the Kennington Summer Fayre 2026, which will take place on Saturday, 27th June, from 12:00 Noon to 4:00 PM at the Kennington Recreation ground on Ulley Road. This community event raises money for local charities and groups, with past events each raising over £20,000.
Pitches

Building on the success of previous years’ pitch booking process, we will continue with the same system. Your pitch will only be secured once we receive:

· Your payment

· Completed Risk Assessment

· Proof of Public Liability Insurance (please bring a copy with you on the day)

There are only around 40 pitches available, so early booking is recommended. If you require more than one pitch, we will do our best to accommodate you, but we aim to support as many different groups as possible. Please note, apart from the funfair and ice cream vans, commercial bookings will only be accepted if all proceeds go to a registered charity or non-profit organisation.
We encourage all stallholders to create engaging displays and activities to draw in visitors. (Food and drink sales will be limited to authorised vendors only. You must therefore tell us if you intend to offer food or drinks.)
Booking Details
The cost for each pitch is £25.00 for a 4m x 4m space. You’ll need to bring all your own equipment, including tables, chairs, and gazebos.

To book your pitch, please fill out the attached form and return it with your payment and completed Risk Assessment to the address provided. All forms and payments must be submitted by 30th March 2026. To repeat, we have a limited number of pitches, so early submission will improve your chances of securing a spot.

Displays
This year’s Fayre will maintain all the fantastic arena displays, including some old favourites and some new items. As usual, these will be coordinated by our Chair, Carole Ingram.
Grand Draw
We will once again organise a Grand Draw with fantastic prizes. We ask your group to donate a prize for each pitch booked, please. Donations from stallholders may be grouped into hampers.
Our Draw Coordinator this year is Sue Spencer, spencersue562@outlook.com, telno 07790173771. She can let you have a list of items you might donate, so that prizes are not all the same. 
All local groups and charities can sell draw tickets in advance of the Fayre. The cost is £0.50 per book of 5 tickets, with a resale value of £5 per book. This means your group will keep £4.50 from every book sold. Groups must pay for their tickets upfront. 
You can order tickets in quantities of 50, 100, 200, or more—whatever you think you’ll need. Please be careful not to over order as we no longer refund money for unsold tickets. Groups are free to purchase additional tickets if they would like, right up to the week before the Fayre.  
We do not allow sales of tickets by groups at the Fayre. Tickets will only be available for sale at the KSFA gazebo on the day of the event.

All counterfoils will need to be placed in the drum for the draw. The ticket counterfoils will have a place for showing which group sold the ticket, the prize will then be passed onto the group for them to present to ‘their’ winner.
Please advise how many draw tickets you want initially, we will then contact you to arrange collection from Kennington.

· Once pitches are confirmed, we will contact each group with their allocated position on the field. We will do our best to accommodate any special requests.

· Stallholders cannot begin setting up before  9:30 AM on the day of the event. The only exceptions to this are the barbecue and the funfair.

· All stalls must remain open until 4:00 PM. Early pack-up creates a poor impression for attendees arriving later in the day and risks dangerous vehicle movements.

· To ensure safety, there will be a freeze time from 11:30 AM to 4:15 PM, during which no vehicles will be allowed to move.

· Stewards wearing high-visibility jackets will be available throughout the event to assist with any emergencies and ensure the event runs smoothly. Please follow their instructions at all times.

· If you plan to use gas canisters, please let us know in advance so we can issue special instructions.

· Please ensure your pitch area is cleaned up at the end of the day and you take all your rubbish off site.

· All groups are responsible for placing their draw counterfoils in the drum and delivering prizes for their winners.

We’ll send more details closer to the event, but for now, please mark your calendar for 27th June 2026!
